ADVENT SEASON: A time when the Church 
invites us to reflect on the life of Christ through 
various liturgical moments. Advent serves as a 
preparation for celebrating Christ's first coming 
at Christmas while also directing our attention to 
His eventual return. Central to this preparation 
is our faith in Jesus' authority, exemplified by 
the centurion who humbly recognized that a 
mere word from Jesus could heal his servant. 
Jesus commended the centurion's faith, noting 
that such belief was rare in Israel. This 
encounter teaches us that authority, when 
exercised rightly, benefits society, families, and 
even ourselves through self-discipline. The 
centurion's humility allowed him to 
acknowledge Jesus' power, reminding us that 
we too must approach God with humility to 
experience His divine influence. While the 
presence of evil may seem daunting, it 
underscores the importance of submitting to 
God's authority, as chaos ensues when we 
resist it. In times of struggle, we should seek 
Jesus, viewing challenges as opportunities to 
deepen our relationship with Him rather than 
succumbing to self-pity or fear. God often uses 
our difficulties to enrich our understanding of 
ourselves and His will, inviting us to trust in His 
loving authority and to allow Him to guide our 
lives in His chosen way.
